Policies and Guidelines

Booths:
The festival will be held at Macalester College, vendors will be placed on the campus’ track. We provide only ground space; all booths, displays, signs, and equipment to set up are your responsibility and must be non-permanent structures. Stakes are strictly prohibited as a means to secure displays/signs/equipment/ tents. 
Setup is to be completed by 7:45am on July 19th, 2024.
Booth takedowns can begin after the close of the festival at 5pm. NO vehicles are allowed on campus without prior permission.
Every booth should be ready for inspection prior to, and during, the Fair for compliance with the guidelines.
Weather Policy:
In the event of severe weather all participants are expected to follow the rules and directives of Macalester College Public Safety regarding closures, evacuations, and all other weather-related changes. Failure to do so is at your own risk and neither the Minnesota Scottish Fair & Highland Games nor Macalester College will be held accountable. Failure to follow directives from Public Safety or other emergency services will be taken into consideration for future applications.

Macalester College is a smoke, vape, e-cigarette, and THC FREE campus. Failure to comply with this policy will be considered in future applications.

Well behaved and leashed dogs are welcome on campus, with the exception of the stadium. Dog owners are expected to maintain all responsibilities in the care and clean-up of their animals. Failure to comply will be considered in future applications.
